The Coalition of HIV Service NGOs represents Ukrainian
non-governmental organizations in the NCC to stop the
HIV/AIDS expansion (approved by the Cabinet of Minis-
tersi directive # 352 of May 16, 2005).

The Coalitionis members take part in the work of all NCC
Committees. 29 HIV Service NGOs are members of 17 Co-
ordination Councils for combating HIV/AIDS at the oblast
level.

RESULTS ,
Participation in the process of making changes in the leg-
islation on social services with consideration of the posi-
tion of HIV service NGOs. Initiated and conducted a work-
ing meeting of NGOs providing social services in order to
develop a joint strategy (held in June 2005). The meeting
adopted an open declaration, which was sent to the Cab-
inet of Ministers to organize consultation with the pub-

lic regarding the adoption of a transition stage program to
implement the Law of Ukraine fiOn Social Serviceso.

The Coalition of HIV service organizations was included in
the working group on the implementation of the Law iOn
Social Serviceso under the Ministry of Labor and Social
Policy of Ukraine.

In cooperation with the Ministry for Family, Youth and
Sports, the Ministry of Labor and Social Policy, the All-
Ukrainian Network of People living with HIV/AIDS, the
Harm Reduction Association, and other National and In-
ternational organizations the Recommendations on the
structure of Social Standards and the Licensing procedure
were developed. Jointly with the Ministry for Family, Youth
and Sports, the Ministry of Labor and Social Services fiThe
Standards for Social Services in the sphere of HIV/AIDS
control in Ukraine: Preconditions and Outlooko were pub-
lished.

TUBERCULOSIS

A meeting fiThe Role of NGOs in Combating the Epidem-
ic of TB and HIV-associated TBo0 was held in Kyiv, on Sep-
tember 7-9, 2005. There were 71 representatives of
NGOs, charitable funds, religious and international organi-
zations at the meeting. The main goal of the meeting was
to improve the quality of services of national NGOs pro-
viding assistance to people with TB or people who are vul-
nerable to TB or TB/HIV co-infection. As a result of group
discussions, a joint resolution was adopted and signed by
34 representatives of HIV Service NGOs, and sent for con-
sideration to executive power bodies of Ukraine. The main
provisions of the resolution are the declaration of NGOs'’
readiness to develop the National TB program and policy
and to expand the range of services in the area of TB.
